In June 2022, during the Posidonia International
Shipping Exhibition, we emphasised the critical
role of shipping in the global economy. Be it
war, pandemics or other global disruptions, it
is shipping that links the world, allowing for the
smooth flow of vital goods, the link that keeps the
global economy ticking and unites the world.

Shipping is essential for the smooth functioning of
nation states and their economies. It contributes
to the survival and livelihood, as well as the
symbiosis of nations worldwide, transporting 90%
of global trade. It is the most cost-effective means
of transport, due to its economies of scale and
the efficiencies it has achieved. It performs this
task, both in terms of operations and geographic
coverage, with a surprising small carbon footprint,
emitting about 2% of global carbon dioxide
emissions.

Shipping is an irreplaceable part of the global
economy. Within the European Union (EU), 60%
of the EU-controlled fleet is controlled by Greek
interests. Although not often acknowledged,
shipping, and by extension Greek shipping, secures
supply chain resilience, food security, energy
autonomy, prosperity and growth for the EU, to
say nothing of the potential geopolitical influence.

In an environment of fast flowing information and
disinformation, itis vital that society as a whole and
especially decision makers at national, European
and international levels, not only recognise but
also value shipping's key role. It is of utmost
importance that institutions legislate and function
with an in-depth knowledge of the significance of
shipping and of the special characteristics of our
work and trade. It is only with this in mind that
a long-term strategy can be developed, which
will viably ensure our sector's sustainability.
Being one of the truly global industries it is vital
that legislation is global and homogenous, if EU
shipping is going to survive in the face of fierce
international competition.

The Union of Greek Shipowners (UGS) represents
the world's largest shipowning community,
a community that works collectively and
dynamically in order to help shape and effect
international and local legislation so that said
legislation can be both effective and viable.

Maritime education needs to be modernised.

Maritime transport is the backbone of
global trade, as almost 90% of goods are
transported by sea. The livelihoods of billions
of people worldwide depend on the smooth
operation of the shipping sector, which offers
an indispensable service.

Shipping is, thus, crucial for the welfare of
citizens around the world, ensuring, inter alia,
the supply of the vast majority of essential
goods, energy products and raw materials
(Figure 1).

Especially, with regard to tonne-miles, the
bulk/tramp sector provides more than 85% of
seaborne transport services globally (Figure
2). Shipping is the enabler of world trade, it
contributes to global cooperation and allows
disparate societies to meet and mutually
benefit.  Shipping connects  countries,
economies and people.

Shipping is the most energy efficient and an
environmentally friendly mode of transport.
Emissions from ships are estimated to be
in a range of 1.8%'to 2.3% of global CO,
emissions?, with a declining trend (Figure 3).

The Greek-owned merchant fleet is the
world's largest cross-trader. It transports
cargoes between third countries with
more than 98% of its fleet capacity. Greek
shipowners are mostly active in bulk/tramp
shipping (Figure 6), the segment of the
industry that specialises in the carrying of
staples, such as grain and other agricultural
products, oil and gas, iron ore, chemical
products, coal, fertilizers and forest products.
Bulk/tramp shipping has the features of an
almost perfectly competitive market and
shipowners are price-takers.

The economies of the business mean that
transport is provided in the most cost-
effective and efficient way. For example,
through ever-increasing economies of scale,
transport costs are kept strikingly low to the
benefit of the end consumer. Greek shipping
has been a frontrunner in this respect, too. An
average Greek-owned vessel is almost twice
as big as the average vessel at global level.
In particular, during the previous decade,
the average size of Greek-owned ships has
significantly increased, standing today at
81,395 dwt, while the world average remains
far below, at 45,337 dwt.

Indeed, the growth of global seaborne
trade during the last decades has not been
accompanied by a similar growth in transport
costs, thus contributing to the improvement
of living standards globally.

Greek shipowners do not only utilise
significant economies of scale but they
continue to invest heavily in new-build
vessels and equipment of high environmental
performance (Figure 7). They currently (April
2023) have 241 ships on order, corresponding
to 19 million dwt. This represents a significant
increase of 40% compared to the previous
year's orderbook (173 ships), attesting to the
Greek shipping sector being the frontrunner
also in fleet renewal. It is estimated that
more than 40% of oil tankers and almost one
out of 6 LNG carriers being built today will be
delivered to Greek shipowners. Moreover, the
average age of the Greek-owned fleet, around
10 years, is lower than the global average,
almost 11 years.

Shipping trasports more than 72% of the EU
external trade. For many categories of basic
food products, energy and raw materials, more
than 80% of the total extra-EU trade volume
is transported by sea - such as rice (90%),
cereals (86%), fertilizers (86%), coffee, tea
and spices (83%), animal or vegetable fats
and oils (83%), man-made staple fibers
(83%), while for certain ores more than 97%
of volumes is transported by sea (nickel,
aluminum and copper ores)*. Similar to the
global trade, the products related to the bulk/
tramp sector constitute the largest share of
the volumes handled at EU ports (Figure 8).

Greek shipping plays a key role in ensuring
the uninterrupted supply of energy products
to European countries. The EU Member States
almost exclusively rely on imports for their
oil and natural gas needs. Specifically, the
EU imports 91.7% of its oil and petroleum
products needs, 83.4% of its natural gas needs
and 37.5% of its solid fossil fuels needs®, with
the largest part of these quantities being
transported by sea (Figure 11). Imported
energy by sea is expected to rise even
further during the next years as the EU policy
(e.g. RePowerEU / Green Deal Industrial Plan)
seeks to diversify energy sources to the EU in
light of geopolitical conflicts and rivalries.

At the same time, the recent EU initiative
Green Deal Industrial Plan (GDIP) aims to
make Europe a hub of green products and
new technologies. Its success will rely to
a large extent on the performance of the
shipping sector to enhance the resilience
of supply chains and secure the uninhibited
flow of Critical Raw Materials - 90% of which
are already transported by sea®- and other
essential inputs for the European economy.
Vessels will also transport the largest part of
the new green products and alternative fuels
around the world.

In addition, Short Sea Shipping (SSS) plays
an important role in securing trade flows
both intra-EU and between EU Member
States and neighbouring third countries. It
is estimated that 1.8 billion tonnes of goods
were transported by SSSin 20217, almost 100
million tonnes more than the year before. The
largest part comprises liquid bulk goods (40%
of total), followed by dry bulk goods (21%),
large containers (17%) and Ro-Ro units
(15%). Regarding sea regions of partner ports,
35% is located in the Mediterranean Sea, 24%
in the Baltic and 24% in the North Sea. SSS
is one of the most environmentally friendly
modes of transport, allowing the decongestion
of roads. Thus, its competitiveness must
be safeguarded to ensure that no modal
shift takes place to the detriment of the EU
environmental strategy.

The Contribution of
Shipping to the Greek
Economy

Shipping is one of the most productive pillars
of the Greek economy through its economic,
social and strategic contribution. The overall
impact of maritime transport on the Greek
economy reaches 7% of the Gross Domestic
Product (GDP), while it creates directly and
indirectly hundreds of thousands of jobs in
Greece. More importantly, shipping provides
large monetary inflows to the Greek economy.
In 2022 inflows to the Greek Balance of
Payments by sea transport surpassed €21
billion, the largest contribution recorded in the
last 20 years (Figure 12). Very importantly, for
the period 2012-2022 shipping contributed
€148 billion in inflows to the Greek economy,
highlighting the pivotal role of the sector for
Greece.

Greek shipping is the backbone of a thriving
maritime services sector in Greece, attracting
investments, talent and innovation.

Greek shipowners also invest heavily in many
other economic sectors in Greece, such as
technology, services, real estate, tourism and
others, bringing additional value added to the
country's economy.

Ship Finance:

Crucial for the Growth and
Energy Transition

of Shipping

Shipping needs access to sufficient finance
for the growth and renewal of the fleet and,
as a hard-to-abate sector, to facilitate its
decarbonisation. The EU framework on ship
financing should be conducive to serving this
goal and ensuring the competitiveness of EU

shipping.

The EU Taxonomy framework, which aims
to direct private investments towards
sustainable activities, recognises that shipping
can contribute to the transition to a climate-
neutral economy. However, the specific
conditions and criteria implemented are not
fit for purpose for the sector and need to be
reviewed, by removing primarily any cargo-
related restrictions on the financing of vessels.

In banking finance, the EU prudential rules for
banks are currently very restrictive, without
taking into account the specific features and
the financial risk profile of ship financing.
It is, therefore, essential to promote those
institutional measures at the EU level that will
ultimately reverse the downward trend in ship
financing.

The proliferation of regional or private
initiatives concerning ship finance, which do
not take into account the nature and special
features of the shipping industry, create
a patchwork of distinct frameworks and
undermine the global level playing field.

GHG Emissions Reduction
from Ships

The Greek shipping community is committed
to shipping's decarbonisation and continues to
support global policies based on sustainable
and viable solutions adopted at the IMO.
Regional measures that do not recognise the
international character of shipping hinder
maritime transport and world trade and are
suboptimal in the combat against global
warming.

The UGS welcomes the 2023 IMO Greenhouse
Gas (GHG) Strategy on the reduction of GHG
emissions from ships. This historic agreement
includes a net zero target by or around
2050, as also proposed by the industry, and
ambitious indicative checkpoints for 2030 and
2040. Availability of alternative drop-in fuels
that are safe and fit for purpose will be vital
in enabling the existing fleet to achieve the
revised decarbonisation pathway, especially
given the short time to the 2030 checkpoint.

The UGS supports the shipping industry's
proposal for a “Fund and Reward" system.
The “Fund and Reward" mechanism, will be
financed by a mandatory contribution by ships
per tonne of CO, emitted to an IMO fund, as
proposed by the International Chamber of
Shipping (ICS). It will disincentivise ships from
emitting carbon and reward ships that use fuels
and technologies restricting CO, emissions. A
technical Global Fuel Standard, similar to the
IMO 2020 Sulphur Regulation, is also needed
to supplement the economic measure in a
way that minimises the administrative burden
especially on the shipping industry's Small and
Medium-sized Enterprises (SMEs).

The IMO has also adopted short-term
measures aimed at improving the energy
efficiency of existing ships and reducing the
carbon intensity of international shipping with
effect from 1.1.2023. These measures include
technical (Energy Efficiency Existing Ship Index
- EEXI), operational (Carbon Intensity Indicator
- Cll) and administrative reporting (Ship
Energy Efficiency Management Plan - SEEMP)
requirements. These measures are in addition
to the Energy Efficiency Design Index (EEDI)
which has been in force globally for newly built
ships since 2013.

Still, the package of short-term measures
comes with imperfections. This is because the
CIl framework seeks to reduce the emissions
from ships through the implementation of
operational measures which are unrealistic
and often out of the shipowners’ control. The
operational decisions that mainly affect the
parameters of the ship's Cll rating (e.g. ship's
speed, itinerary, routeing, cargo, refueling) are
more often than not, taken by the commercial
operator/charterer of the ship. The IMO is
committed to addressing concerns surrounding
the CIl Regulation during the review period
which ends in 2026.

Package

Extending the EU Emissions Trading
System (ETS) to international

shipping

The EU institutions have adopted the revised EU
ETS Directive extended to include international
shipping in a controversial regional scheme
putting on shipping companies, andin particular
SMEs, a serious financial and administrative
burden. Positive elements in the revised
Directive, are the provision for application of
the “polluter pays” principle - making a ship's
commercial operator responsible for the cost
of compliance - and the earmarking of part of
the revenues generated from shipping for the
decarbonisation of the sector. Hopefully, these
revenues will balance out the price difference
between conventional marine fuels and new
compliant fuelsin a cost-effective way. A review
clause to align the Directive with a future global
regulation, that is currently being examined at
the IMO, is another positive element which
will ensure a smooth energy transition of
shipping to carbon neutrality by the middle of
this century with minimal market distortion.

Hong Kong Convention:
Time for Global Ship
Recycling Standards

The IMO Hong Kong International Convention
for the Safe and Environmentally Sound
Recycling of Ships (HKC) will enter into force in
two years, after the ratification by Bangladesh
and Liberia on 26.6.2023.

As strong advocate of global regulations for
our sector, the UGS is especially pleased that
the long-awaited entry into force of the HKC is
becoming a reality.

The next step should be the revision of the
EU Ship Recycling Regulation. This will help
remove any unnecessary hurdles in creating
a global, unified set of health, safety and
environmental protection standards in HAKC
compliant yards globally without distorting
competition.

The Greek shipping community throughout
the decades has contributed with social
welfare initiatives to the prosperity of Greek
society, readily and systematically, both on an
individual and collective basis. The amalgam
of this work was the establishment, in 2016
by the UGS, of SYN-ENQGSIS, the non-profit
Greek Shipowners' Social Welfare Company.
SYN-ENQSIS is the permanent vehicle and a
solid reference point for the collective social
responsibility of Greek shipowners.

As shipping and society are tied together,
the aim of SYN-ENOSIS is to contribute to
the Greek society by supporting numerous
social welfare programmes and activities for
vulnerable social groups, as well as projects
of public interest.

Thousands of Greek families of poor economic
means are being provided with food aid and
other essentials on a monthly basis. The
National Health Care System has been
strengthened and upgraded through multiple
but targeted action. During the COVID-19
pandemic, the Greek shipping community
provided the country's hospitals with much-
needed medical equipment, consumables
and ambulances. The UGS' work on Health
Care continues with the renovation of sanitary
facilities of public hospitals and general
upgrade of the hospitals’ infrastructure.

The UGS, through SYN-ENOSIS, actively
supports the needs of the National Defense
and Civil Protection services. This support
includes donations of vehicles for the Hellenic
Police, fire-fighting vehicles and equipment
to the Fire Brigade, high-speed boats of
the highest technological equipment to the
Hellenic Coast Guard, maintenance of military
helicopters and many other.

For the UGS, education is also at the top of
areas of interest. It has, therefore, recently
announced the biggest ever scholarship
programme for postgraduate studies. More
specifically, for the academic year 2023-
2024, the UGS, through its programme
“+ENOSIS for Education”, offers 100+1
scholarships to students for postgraduate
courses in Greece and abroad. This initiative
illustrates even further the close ties of the
Greek shipowning community with the Greek
society and its special interest in the younger
generation.
